The Revd Canon Dr Frances E F Ward
By November Frances Ward will be the new Dean of St Edmundsbury Cathedral, having moved from being Residentiary Canon and Canon Theologian at Bradford Cathedral, where she has been responsible for all the worship. She has also taken a prominent role developing dialogue between the Church and the Muslim communities in that multi-cultural city and is currently writing a book on the subject. Previously she was a vicar in the Diocese of Manchester, at the other Bury in Lancashire. She has done various jobs in parishes and as a theological educator since she was ordained in 1989. This includes teaching for the United Reformed Church at the Northern College in Manchester.
Asif Mall MA (English Literature, Punjab), BTMin (Hons, Sheffield). Born to a Punjabi Christian family in Pakistan, Asif learned Urdu, Hindi and English and studied Islam from an Islamic viewpoint, its beliefs and history and became a committed Christian. He studied Eng Lit, Journalism and Persian at Bahauldin Zikarya University, where he got involved with evangelistic ministry in Lahore before coming to the UK to study Theology and Ministry in Sheffield.  He has worked for several years as an evangelist to Muslims in the UK and is now consultant, apologist and trainer.  He hosts a weekly TV programme in Urdu, reaching a million people in Western Europe. Asif has been guest lecturer at ten universities and seminaries, taught at numerous churches in the USA and elsewhere and is a visiting lecturer at various seminaries in Pakistan

Suleman Nagdi MBE, DL.  Suleman has lived in Leicester for over thirty years. He was awarded the MBE in 2002 in recognition for his long years of involvement with local community work related to regional and national issues. He was the founder member of the Muslim Burial Council of Leicestershire (MBCOL) and is the Public Relations Officer of the umbrella group the Federation of Muslim Organisations (FMO), and holds a number of positions in other community groups. His links with Leicester Council of Faiths, Faith Leaders Forum and many other Dialogue groups involving Muslims, Hindus, Sikhs and Jews have made him versatile in his approach to faith, regeneration, community diplomacy and a much needed advocacy role. He has been engaged with the Home Office and the Constabulary for several years undertaking various activities including giving advice to the senior officers.
